Fall Leaf and Yard Waste Clean Up Procedures!

The following is the information requested by our residents for Leo-Cedarville’s Fall Leaf Curbside Pick Up.   The town will not be providing bio-degradable bags.  Our leaf Vac truck will be following the scheduled outlined in option three below.  Due to operational fuel costs, we cannot honor requests for pick ups outside the scheduled days. We will not revisit your street more than once during your scheduled pick up dates.  In other words, we will not come back to your street to clean up an additional amount if we had already been there in that scheduled time period.  The scheduled is designed to serve the entire town on a rotating basis, two days for each section, weather pending, repeating the rotation as described below.  We are sorry for any inconvenience but we must keep costs down for this tax supported service.  The options are as follows:

Option One:

Leaf Drop off Center: 

By appointment only:( 9 a.m. till 3 p.m.  November 1 thru  December 15.)

This site is located across from Riverside Gardens on Schwartz Road. Due to abuse of the dump site in years past, this year the area will be locked and supervised by a Leo-Cedarville employee.  Any proof of residency within our town (license, billing copies, title work, etc.,) will be sufficient proof to allow for leaf drop off at this area. Please bring proof of residency with you.  This option will be used for the sole purpose of leaf disposal.  The area designated for leaf drop off only will be marked with signage and orange fencing.  Leaves are to be removed from the bags and empty bags are to be placed in a supplied dumpster. The Town will not be supplying or selling bags this year.  This option would allow our residents more control of when they will be cleaning up and removing leaves from their residents instead of waiting for the leaf vac truck schedule that pertains to their area.  With rising fuel costs, we encourage the residents to use this option.  This area would be for leaf drop off only, no limbs or other yard debris.  This is not for the use of commercial or landscaping contracts.  We encourage all our residents to help manage this drop off area.  This is not to be used for garbage and debris.  Misuse of this area will cause immediate action to end this option.  

Option Two: 

Riggenberg Garden Haus Leaf Drop Off.  Ringgenberg’s is accepting, leaves and grass clippings only, by appointment only! Please call 466-6423, or 489-4614 for an appointment to allow for drop off.  Ringgenberg’s is located 3 miles north of the 4-way stop of State Road One and Hosler/Leo-Grabill Roads.

Residents are able to drop off leaves by calling for an appointment.  Please follow signs and adhere to his directions.  Please remove your yard waste from bags.  

Option Three: 

Leaf Vac Truck Schedule (October 17, 2011 till December 8, 2010, weather permitting.)

For the fourth year, the town will be providing a curbside leaf vac clean up.  This equipment is used solely for leaf clean up.  Grass and other debris causes malfunction of this equipment.  The leaf vac can not be used if there is snow and or ice, or mechanical failure.  Because of rising fuel costs, we will have to maintain, to the best of our abilities, a strict pick up schedule.  Many times last year our residents would call and ask for a pick up in their area on a week or day that was not scheduled, or for us to revisit their street during a scheduled rotation.  This caused us to run behind.  After reviewing last year’s efforts, we have realized that only “mother nature”, or a mechanical failure, can and will cause disruption to a published schedule. If we have an early freeze, things may be adjusted and we will do our best to notify you.  Sometimes due to the volume of leaves in any one area, or an area with more mature trees, we may have to adjust the schedule.   Please remember, that if we have cleaned up leaves on your street once during that rotation of the schedule, you will have to wait till the next rotation to be serviced again.  We will not revisit your street more than once during the rotation. We have designed a system that allows our maintenance department to record and date stamp which streets were cleaned up and when.  We have designed the schedule to visit each section of town four to five times from October to December.  Your patience is appreciated during this time.  Please place your leaves curbside, not in the street, or gutters, by 6 a.m. of your scheduled dates.  With that in mind, our schedule for leaf vac curbside clean up is as follows:  


Section 1

Section One is south of Riverdale Road and west of the River to the Town limits of State Road One and  Union Chapel.  This covers Old Cedarville and part of the Schwartz addition and includes the following streets: Cedar. Clay, Cherry, Pearl, Ewing, Elsworth, St.Joseph, Walnut (Cedarville), Washington, Main (Cedarville), Black, Manning (Cedarville), Lakeview, Gerig Road and Riverdale Road.  This also includes the area South and West of Cedar Creek along State Road One.  Dates for this Section are tentatively set for October 17,18, October 31, November 1, November 14, 15 and 28, 29.  


Section 2

Section 2 is the area east of the river.  This covers Witmer Park, Brighton Park, Tonner Lake Additions, and the following roads:  Grabill Road, Shoreline, Sunnyside, Alta Vista, Rio Vista, Michael, Marsha, Reservoir, Key, Markham, Ridgecrest Drive, Ridgecrest Court, Brent Court, and Sauder. Dates for this Section are tentatively set for October 19,20 November 2,  3, November 16, 17, November 30, and  December 1.

Section 3

Section 3 is located north of Riverdale Road, east of State Road One and Amstutz Road and West of the River to the North Town Limits.  This is mainly old Leo and includes Riverview, Ivans, Elvina, Stuckey, Wayne, the section of Hosler east of Amstutz Road, Main Street (Leo), Mildred, James, Donald, Beulah, Walnut (Leo),Leo,  Manning, Center, North Leo Drive, Birkey, Lochner, and Schlatter Roads, and State Road One from Stuckey Ln. to Town Limits. 

Dates for this Section are tentatively set for October 24, 25, November 7, 8, 21, 22, and December 5, 6. 


Section 4

Section 4 is the area that covers most of our larger subdivisions and is mostly north of Gerig Road, West of State Road One and Amstutz Road. This includes Lakeshore Drive,  Pioneer Village, Lionsgate, Metea Valley, Homestead Ridge, Multirose, Dunlap, Cedar Creek Crossing and Wilderness Creek Subdivisions. This also includes Hosler Road West of Amstutz to Halter Road.  Dates scheduled for this Section are tentatively set for October 26,  27, November 9, 10, 23, and  December 7, 8 .

The week of December 12, 2011, weather pending, the maintenance department will do a final sweep of the town before ending the service if needed.  If harsh winter weather arrives early, all leaf vac services will be suspended or ended if necessary.
