Recycling Information

Leo-Cedarville has two options for recycling:

2. The Town has a recycling drop off center located at the corner of Schwartz and Leo-Grabill Road, across from Riverside Gardens Park.  The Site is open Monday through Saturday 8 a.m. till 7 p.m.  Accepted materials are:

Glass (Clear, Brown, Green)

Aluminum Cans

Steel Food Cans

Cardboard/Fiberboard

Newspaper/Magazines

Junk Mail/ Phone Books

Paper (High Grade & Mixed)

Plastic #1 & #2

Yard Waste Recycling

Until Further notice, emergency, or otherwise posted, our yard waste recycling center in the same location as the Town Recycle Drop off center, has been closed.

To better serve our residents we are offering curbside pick-up of yard waste items.

From April till September, the town will provide free curbside yard waste pick up on the last week of every month, Monday through Friday.   All material must be placed at curbside before the last Monday of the month for pick up by 5 a.m.  The maintenance staff will collect once from every street during the week of curbside pickup.  

Collection Regulations:

All material must be placed 5 feet from the curb.

All brush must be bundled and tied and not greater than four feet in length.  

No limbs shall be greater than 5 inches in diameter.  

No paper bags or tied bundles shall weigh more than fifty (50) pounds.  

No bag of yard waste shall contain dirt, trash, rocks, flower pots, etc. 

No stumps, dimensional lumber, demolition debris, or plastic.

This program is limited to the residential sector of our community.  This does not include commercial accounts, or residential areas or apartments that have or use dumpsters.

We do not accept grass.

Leaf pick up is scheduled at a different time, please see the information below.
